AT THE OXFORD UEHIRO CENTRE FOR PRACTICAL ETHICS (Oxford, Great Britain)

[justification]

According to the project application, PhD student’s research stay will take place at Oxford
Uehiro Centre for Practical Ethics (University of Oxford, Great Britain). The 5-month stay is
planned for the third year of the project. It will take place in the second part of the 2025.

The Uehiro Centre for Practical Ethics is widely known for the multiplicity of research
achievements in the field of practical ethics, as well as for its high impact on philosophical
and policy discussions. The main areas of research conducted at Uehiro Centre concern
contemporary bioethics, theory of justice, climate change, the world-wide spread of infectious
disease, biomedical means of life extension, moral and cognitive enhancement, artificial
intelligence, and many other topics.

Considering the scope and aims of the project, The Uehiro Centre is the best choice for a
PhD’s research stay for the following reasons.

Firstly, the research stay at The Uehiro Centre for Practical Ethics will enable the PhD student
to discuss project’s findings with many prominent scholars working at the Uehiro Centre,
including Professor Julian Savulescu (who is an expert on immunity passports, vaccination
policies, moral enhancement), Professor Dominic Wilkinson (an expert on immunity
passports, and pandemic emergency measures). Doctor Rececca Brown (an expert on
immunity passports, ethics of scientific research), Doctor Alberto Giubilini (an expert on
vaccination policies, pandemic emergency measures, and conscientious objection). Moreover,
the PhD student will also have an opportunity of consulting his research with many more
distinguished scholars at the Faculty of Law and the Faculty of Philosophy at the University
of Oxford.

Secondly, The Uehiro Center scholars are known for applying and advancing the method of
rational analytic in philosophical research. This method of investigation fits well with the
methodology of the research project.

Thirdly, during the stay at the Uehiro Centre, the PhD student will have an opportunity to
participate in academic events organized at the Uehiro Center. This includes public lectures
delivered by prominent philosophers, workshops, seminars, and academic conferences.
Participation in these events will enable the PhD student to improve research skills and
knowledge.

Possessing such passport is a condition
allowing one to access certain places (e.g. restaurants, museums, shops, schools), or engage in certain activities
(travelling, sport training, socializing). The crucial idea is that people who possess immunity passports are granted
freedoms and opportunities that others lack.

At first glance, immunity passport programs appear as an excellent measure to reduce the spread of an infection
disease. On the one hand, the introduction of immunity passports seems to be much more effective in minimising risk of
harm than laissez faire strategy, on the other hand, it is not as burdensome measure as more stringent arrangements,
such as common lockdowns or mandatory vaccinations. Is this intuition defensible? Under what conditions are
policymakers entitled to introduce immunity passports? What are the main objections against this policy? The research
project is dedicated to examine and answer these questions.

There are several challenges one may raised against immunity passport programs. The first one concerns the worry that
immunity passports introduce illegitimate inequalities between persons (equality objection); the second one points to
threats of constraining freedoms of some citizens (freedom objection); the third one relates to risks regarding state’s
interference into private life (privacy objection); the forth one states that such measures taken against pandemic would
be ineffective (efficiency objection); the fifth one refers to problems of undermining social trust and cohesion (solidarity
objection).

The project assumes that the legitimacy of immunity passports’ policies depends on rejecting these challenges. This is
why all aforementioned objections should be taken seriously into account. The aim of the project is to carefully consider
these challenges, firstly, on moral grounds, and secondly, on legal grounds, in order to answer the question whether
immunity passports are a legitimate policy measure.

The research hypotheses are the following:

(H1) immunity passports programs are permissible measures against the spread of an infection disease, however only
when certain conditions are met (including [1] a serious threat to public health, [2] the impossibility of introducing more
stringent policies; [3] common access to vaccinations);

(H2) the list of main legal and moral objections against immunity passport programs includes: [1] the equality objection,
[2] the freedom objection, [3] the privacy objection, [4] the efficiency objection, and [5] the solidarity objection.

(H3) legal and moral objections pressed against immunity passport programs do not undermine the legitimacy of such
programs, however they limit the scope of their legitimate application;

(H4) the scope of the legitimate use of immunity passport programs is different in normal and emergency
circumstances.
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LEGAL AND MORAL PERMISSIBILITY OF IMMUNITY PASSPORTS

1. Aims of the research

The COVID-19 pandemic made us aware of different issues that had not been taken seriously enough before
the current crisis. The risks of virus transmissions, the need to monitor infectious diseases and to provide
pandemic preparedness, the social and economic costs of disease control measures, and the complications
regarding intensive therapy standards and triage procedures are just a few examples of such problems.
Clearly, recent questions concerning immunity passports (immunity certifications) fall within this set of
issues. Although analogous passports were known and used before the COVID-19 pandemic, the current
crisis has revealed many new aspects of this matter.

According to Brown et al. [2020], immunity passports are a way of recording that an individual is believed
to have immunity (...) and is presumed unlikely to contract or spread the disease. They could take the form
of a certificate, wristband, mobile-based app or other document. Possessing such a passport is a condition
allowing one to access certain places (e.g. restaurants, museums, shops, schools) or to engage in certain
activities (travelling, sports training, socializing). The crucial idea is that people who possess immunity
passports are granted freedoms and opportunities that others lack.

At first glance, immunity passports programs appear to be an excellent measure to control the spread of
infectious diseases. On the one hand, the policy of immunity passports seems to be much more effective in
minimizing the risk of harm than the laissez-faire strategy; on the other hand, it is not as burdensome as
more strict arrangements (such as mandatory vaccinations or common lockdowns). However, is this intuition
defensible? Under what conditions are policymakers entitled to introduce immunity passports? Can
immunity passport programs be implemented only in times of emergency (as an extraordinary policy
measure) or also in normal circumstances (as an ordinary policy measure)?

This project is dedicated to answering these questions. The research plan assumes that the permissibility
(legitimacy) of immunity passports programs depends on rejecting moral and legal criticisms against them.
Therefore, to answer the permissibility question, one must carefully consider these objections.

The research hypotheses are the following:

(H1) immunity passports programs are permissible measures against the spread of infectious diseases,
nevertheless only when certain conditions are met (including [1] a serious threat to public health, [2]
the impossibility of introducing more stringent policies; [3] common access to vaccinations);

(H2) the list of legal and moral objections against immunity passport programs includes [1] the equality
objection, [2] the freedom objection, [3] the privacy objection, [4] the efficiency objection, and [5] the
solidarity objection.

(H3) legal and moral objections pressed against immunity passport programs do not undermine the
permissibility of such programs; however, they limit the scope of their legitimate application;

(H4) the scope of the legitimate application of immunity passports is different in normal and emergency
circumstances.

2. Significance of the project

Although answering the permissibility question is highly urgent nowadays, the significance of the research
goes beyond the context of the current pandemic. One should note that immunity passports were known and
applied before the ongoing crisis. The most notable examples in this context are the management of yellow
fever and international travel restrictions for people with HIV [Greely 2020, Brown et al. 2021].
Furthermore, there is a question of whether immunity passports should stay with us even when the COVID-
19 pandemic ends. In other words, whether they could be recognized as a standard (ordinary) measure
against the spread of infectious diseases.
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Given the context, the project is directly aimed to investigate the particular case of COVID-19 immunity
passports; nevertheless, the Applicant believes that the analysis of this case would provide a further basis to
settle a bunch of general questions regarding the conditions of the legitimacy of issuing immunity passports
(as a universal tool against various infectious diseases).

2.1 Forms of immunity passports

It is important to note that immunity passport programs can take many forms. There are at least a few
guestions one might ask about specific regulations of such measures [Greely 2020]. According to the project,
three issues are crucial in this context.

First, who is entitled to possess an immunity passport? Several criteria might be considered as an answer to
this question. To call just a few examples: according to the vaccination criterion, only persons who get the
vaccine are entitled to possess an immunity passport. In line with the immunity criterion, passports should be
granted to all immune persons regardless of whether their immunity is naturally acquired (e.g. based on
recovery from infection) or vaccine-based. Finally, following the low-risk criterion, apart from the immune
people, passports should also be given to other persons at low risk of death or serious medical complications
(e.g. in the case of COVID-19, these would be young people without comorbidities).

Second, which activities (or accesses to places) might be restricted on the basis of immunity passport
programs? One may consider different candidates for restrictions, for example, accesses to entertainment
infrastructure (clubs, discos, gyms, sports events), cultural facilities (museums, cinemas, theatres, libraries),
accommodation and gastronomy (hotels, restaurants, bars), educational infrastructure (schools, universities),
international travel, public transport, shops, churches, workplaces, public offices, etc. Considering plenty of
such activities, one may discuss how to draw a line between activities that can and cannot be legitimately
restricted in a democratic state. One way of drawing the line is to differentiate essential and non-essential
services, and claim that restrictions might be applied only to the latter category. Another alternative is to
distinguish between high and lower risk (in terms of public health) activities. Furthermore, one may also
claim that activities cannot be restricted when fundamental human rights are at stake (in other words, they
may be constrained only if there is no threat to fundamental human rights).

Third, who is entitled to introduce restrictions based on immunity passports? One option here is to say that
deciding on the scope of restrictions should be in the exclusive competence of the government (e.g. central or
local legislature). Another option is to authorize other subjects (e.g. school directors, restaurant owners,
employers, public transport owners and operators etc.) to decide on the scope of restrictions. Obviously,
different ways of mixing these options might be considered in this context (e.g. some activities might be
regulated by the government, whereas others by authorized subjects).

The results of investigating these questions, as well as examples from legal and political practice, would
enable the Applicant to introduce a taxonomy of available forms of immunity passports. Since some of
the discussed objections might apply only to particular forms of immunity passports (and not to others), such
a taxonomy appears to be crucial for answering the permissibility question.

2.2 The permissibility question

Certainly most theorists argue that immunity passports programs are morally and legally permissible. Persad
and Emanuel [2020] justify the legitimacy of such policies by referring to an analogy with driving licence
requirements. According to Persad and Emanuel, just as a driving license constitutes evidence of safety
allowing one to participate in a risky activity, an immunity passport provides one with an opportunity to
demonstrate that one is immune and could engage in a particular activity without posing a risk to others.
Giubilini and Savulescu [2020] refer to a different parallel saying that restrictions for non-immune persons
are to a certain extent comparable to bans on smoking which are commonly introduced in restaurants and
workplaces. In both cases, requirements are justified by prohibiting harm to others.

Both these analogies suggest that immunity passport programs are normal and relatively uncontroversial
measures that minimize the risk of harm. They are akin to regulations that are widely accepted and typically
introduced in normal circumstances, hence not as an emergency measure.
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Nevertheless, some theorists criticize the idea of an immunity passport. Kofler and Baylis [2020] say that
this idea has so many flaws that it is hard to know where to begin. In their opinion, any documentation that
limits individual freedoms on the basis of biology risks becoming a platform for restricting human rights,
increasing discrimination and threatening — rather than protecting — public health. Concerns regarding the
use of immunity passports were also revealed by Schmidt [2020], Liz [2021] and Bhattacharya [Giubilini,
Bhattacharya 2021]. Doubts concerning some versions of immunity passport programs were expressed by
expert organizations, including World Health Organization [2020] and Nuffield Council on Bioethics [2020].

According to the project, there are five most significant objections raised against immunity passport
policies: the equality objection, the freedom objection, the privacy objection, the efficiency objection and the
solidarity objection. It is important to note that these criticisms may be formulated in different versions. The
research assumes that all objections will be investigated both on legal and moral grounds.

The first of these criticisms — the equality objection — claims that immunity passport programs introduce or
exacerbate illegitimate inequalities between persons [Kofler, Baylis 2020, Schmidt 2020, Liz 2021]. From
this perspective, there is a threat that labelling citizens with respect to their health conditions would divide
society into groups of unequal social status, namely the first and second-order citizens. The first group would
consist of ‘immunoprivileged’ people who would enjoy the complete set of freedoms and opportunities. At
the same time, the second encompasses ‘immunodeprived’ whose set of freedoms and opportunities is
constrained or depleted. On legal grounds, the objection recognizes the discriminatory character of
regulations introducing immunity passports [art. 14 of the European Convention; art. 21 of the EU Charter],
in particular discrimination on the basis of health status [Kiyutin v. Russia 2011; IB v. Greece 2013; Alajos
Kiss v. Hungary 2010].

While the equality objection is based on considerations of comparative fairness, the freedom objection is
usually formulated in non-comparative terms [de Miguel Beriain, Rueda 2020, Savulescu, Giubilini 2020].
From the latter perspective, the problem with immunity passport programs consists of constraining some
citizens’ fundamental freedoms, in particular, freedom to travel, to work, and freedom of access to culture
and education. Since individual freedom is a fundamental democratic right, it could be restricted only under
special conditions [art. 15, 8(2)-11(2) of the European Convention; art. 10-16 of the EU Charter]. The
guestion is whether and when the threat of infectious disease transmission constitutes a special condition in
this sense [de Miguel Beriain, Rueda 2020; Enhorn v. Sweden 2005; Vavricka v. Czech Republic 2021].

Another criticism — the privacy objection — says that immunity passport policies come with risks typical for
excessive interference of the state into citizens’ private affairs [Kofler, Baylis 2020, Brown et al. 2021].
Immunity passport programs commonly equip the government with additional competences, including the
right to collect private data (e.g. medical records) and to monitor citizens’ activities (e.g. the movement).
These competences might be troublesome for several reasons: It may be questioned, firstly, whether
immunity passport programs in their current form violate legally guaranteed privacy rights [art. 14 of the
European Convention; art 7-8 of the EU Charter; LH v. Latvia 2014; S and Marper v. The United Kingdom
2008], and secondly, whether granting state officials such far-reaching competences is reasonable
considering the danger of abusing political power [Véliz 2020; Szabé and Vissy v. Hungary].

The efficiency objection points to the fact that immunity passport policies might turn out to be as ineffective
as a disease control strategy. There are significant concerns that undermine the general confidence in the
efficiency of such measures. Some theorists argue that immunity passports would generate perverse
incentives [Kofler, Baylis 2020]. It is said that the need for access to certain places could motivate healthy
persons (who are hesitant to vaccines) to seek out infection in order to get this access. Other theorists point to
the fact that granting people a legally recognized immunity status could make them falsely confident that
they are not vulnerable to certain diseases, whereas in reality their protection could turn out to be insufficient
[Giubilini, Bhattacharya 2021]. Both these situations could have a detrimental effect on individuals and
public health [art. 35 of the EU Charter].

Finally, the solidarity objection says that issuing an immunity passport could undermine social trust and
cohesion. There is a threat that realization of immunity passport programs would lead to negative social
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phenomena, including group polarization between ‘immunopriviledged’ and ‘immunodeprived’, in-group
favoritism, out-group derogation, and mutual accusations for ignorance or naiveness. These processes are
hazardous in the context of the ongoing pandemic, as it is widely argued [Phelan 2020, Brown et al. 2021]
that social solidarity and mutual trust are vital resources in times of crisis. Bedingfield [2020] claims that
such emergence of deep divisions would erode the public belief that ‘we are in this together’.

Since the legitimacy of immunity passport programs depends on rejecting challenges against these measures,
all these challenges should be taken into consideration. According to the Applicant, although critics raise
genuine issues, their objections do not undermine the permissibility of immunity passport programs
(nevertheless, they limit the scope of legitimate application of such measures).

3. Work plan
The research project is divided into five stages.

Stage 1 (1-8 months): the initial stage of the research project is dedicated to the investigation of the scope of
application of immunity passport programs in legal and political practice.

Stage 2 (9-18 months): the second stage consists of examining moral objections raised against immunity
passport programs.

Stage 3 (19-28 months): the third stage is dedicated to examining legal objections raised against immunity
passport programs.

Stage 4 (29-38 months): the fourth stage aims to define the legitimate scope of application of immunity
passport programs.

Stage 5 (39-48 months): the last stage of the project is dedicated to a comparison of findings regarding the
legitimate scope of application of immunity passport programs (stage 4) with findings concerning the use of
immunity passports in legal and political practice (stage 1).

4. Methodology

Due to the interdisciplinary nature of the inquiry, the research team will use methods typical for legal and
philosophical inquiry. The legal part of the investigation will be focused on the European human rights law
(in particular the European Convention on Human Rights and the Charter of Fundamental Rights of the
European Union), whereas the contemporary moral discourse will provide a basis for philosophical research
(in particular bioethics and theory of justice).

In the legal part of the project, the research team will apply legal reasoning and argumentation methods,
which are typical for inquiries conducted in human rights law [Coomans et al. 2009, Florczak-Wator,
Grabowski 2021, Stelmach, Brozek 2006]. In particular, this includes the methods of legal-dogmatic research
and the investigation of legal doctrine. Considering that the project is focused on European human rights
law, the analysis of European Court of Human Rights case law will play a crucial role in the inquiry.

In the philosophical (moral) part of the project, the Applicant will investigate concepts that are key for
research purposes (e.g. immunity, equality, freedom, solidarity) using analytical and interpretative means,
especially the method of conceptual analysis. In turn, the main method used in the critical part of the project
will be the methodology of reflective equilibrium based on the works of Rawls [1999, 2001] and Daniels
[1996]. The idea of reflective equilibrium relies on seeking coherence between so-called considered
judgments of different generality.

Furthermore, to realize the project’s aims, the research team will engage in the debate with existing literature
on the subject, as well as in conversations and correspondence with specialists in the relevant fields. It is
worth mentioning that to pursue the research, the Applicant has already established contacts with European
scholars working on the project’s issue. Doctor Hane Maung (University of Manchester; an expert in
contemporary bioethics and philosophy of medicine) and Doctor Donatas Murauskas (Vilnius University; an
expert in European human rights law) are among the scholars who have declared their interest in the project.

(4)the idea of the absolute obligation that | recognize as the correct answer to the question of the strength of the
neutrality principle.

| claim that the soft conception is a well-justified, coherent and operative version of the state neutrality principle.

sciences in 2021. It also won a nomination to the Dtugosz Prize for the best Polish book in humanities in 2020.
